2017-2018 Classroom Policy 

Behavior Expectations:

1. Students are expected to be respectful of all teachers, students, staff, visitors, and guests.

2. Students are expected to be responsible and accountable for their words, actions, and their work.

3. Students will be expected to listen attentively to the teacher or speaker (including other students) in the classroom.

4. Students are expected to be prepared for class, which includes completing homework assignments, reading assigned material, bringing necessary materials to class (novel, loose leaf paper, pen/pencil, iPad) and expecting pop quizzes on the assigned reading material.

5. Students are expected to be respectful of all property (personal property, teacher property and school property).

6. Students are expected to be cooperative and productive while working in groups.  Failure to do so will result in removal from the group and an individual assignment.

7. Students are expected to be in assigned seat when the bell rings.  Violation of this policy will result in a tardy.  All tardies & dress code violations will be communicated to and addressed by the Dean of Discipline.  Students are expected to be in the classroom for the entire period which means bathroom passes will be very limited. Failure to complete bathroom pass form will result in loss of bathroom privileges.
iPads
1. Students are expected to bring their iPad to class everyday fully charged.

2. Students are expected to keep their iPad volume on mute unless permission is given to unmute the device.

3. Students are expected to access educational content only.

4. Students are expected to complete all assignments regardless of malfunctions or technical issues with the iPad.
5. Students are expected to adhere to the prohibited use of  iPad communication functions such as, messaging, texting, facetime, camera and microphone functions.  iPads WILL BE CONFISCATED  FOR THE ENTIRE DAY and   student will be subject to disciplinary action under the SMCC Behavior Rubric.
6. Students are expected to follow the guidelines presented in the SMCC Handbook.

7. Violation of classroom policy, the SMCC iPad Acceptable Use Policy or of the Handbook may result in automatic disciplinary action. 

Homework/Assignments
1. Homework and assignments will be due by 8am on the due date.
2. Late Work Policy – Homework must be turned in when requested on the due date in order to get full credit for that assignment.  Late homework will be accepted for half-credit.  An assignment is late if it is not turned in when requested.  
3. Late projects, papers, and or oral presentations will be marked down 10% per day late. 

4. Absent Work - Students are responsible for missed assignments.  If a student is absent, it is his or her responsibility to contact the teacher the day the student returns regarding assignments. Absent work must be labeled “Absent” to receive credit. As per the handbook, students have the number of days that they are absent to turn in the makeup work. If you are leaving on a school function, homework which is due that day is to be turned in before you leave.

5. Tests/Quizzes – Students are responsible for making arrangements with the teacher to make up a quiz or test that was missed.  If one week goes by without arrangements having been made, a zero will be given for the test/quiz. 
6. All missed assignments should be given to me (do not put on my desk) and properly labeled.  

7. All assignments must follow MLA guidelines. This includes a proper heading.
8. All assignments must be typed written or written in blue or black ink.  Hand written assignments must be legible.  Points will be deducted for assignments typed or handwritten in color other than blue or black and or illegible communication.

9. Most assignments will be turned into Turnitin.com.  All other work must be completed on 8 ½” x 11” white, lined, loose-leaf paper or printed on white computer paper.  

10. All daily work and homework posting can be found on my classroom weebly: www.smccamericanliterature.weebly.com.  Students are expected to check my weebly daily to ensure understanding of homework expectations.  Students are expected to know when homework should be submitted to me or to turnitin.com.
Plagiarism

· Students are expected to do their own work.  Cheating or Plagiarizing on any assignment will result in a zero.  This holds true for the student who cheated as well as the person who allowed the student to copy.  Copying information word for word and presenting it as your own is considered plagiarism which will result in the student receiving a zero for the assignment, paper, or project and a level 2 on the behavior rubric.
